Å Low Bid Request For Proposal (RFP)
o D/B Team selected on lowest bid

o Technical Proposal then evaluated by Technical Review Committee 

(TRC) for determination of responsiveness 

Å Adjusted Score RFP
o Adjusted Score determined from combination of Price Proposal, 

Proposed Contract Time, and Technical Proposal Score

o Lowest Adjusted Score wins

o Time Value Cost included in Adjusted Score determination for projects 

with Incentive/Disincentive provision

Å Adjusted Score RFP with Options

o RFP includes more than one Option to Bid ïFunding Limitations are 

established

ÅDesign and Permitting coordination
o Level of design needed (Confirm R/W impacts, easement 

considerations, permitting issues, noise walls, future projects)

o Potential environmental permitting issuesécan be a HUGE 

ISSUE!! (types of permits needed, time to obtain, 

wetland/floodplain impacts, species é how much does FDOT 

do vs. how much risk to put on D/B Firm)

ÅUtility Coordination
o Major UAO impacts? (Early FDOT coordination vs. D/B risk)

o Reimbursable impacts (Estimate cost and program funding)

o Potential utility JPAôs between UAOôs and D/B Firm
